Protecting against infection
Safer sex isn’t just about HIV/AIDS. It’s about a whole range of sexually
transmitted infections such as chlamydia, genital herpes, genital warts,
syphilis and gonorrhoea all of which are increasingly common and very
unpleasant. The symptoms of STIs aren’t always obvious, so people who
are infected may not know it. Don’t take the chance, use a condom.
